La lectura de hoy del Evangelio de Juan es parte del discurso de Jesús
en la Última Cena. En las Escrituras hebreas, Israel es la viña, y Yahvé
mismo cuida la viña.

One of the primary
themes of John’s Gospel is to show Jesus to be the fulfillment of
God’s promises to Israel. Our commitment to be Christ’s disciples is
sustained through God’s Word. This commitment is also
strengthened by our life of prayer and nourished by the Eucharist.
Christians and non-Christians feed the hungry, care for the sick,
shelter the homeless, and give alms to the poor. These actions
become acts of Christian discipleship when they are motivated by
our relationship with Jesus.
